
 

The future rebuilding of the Beit HaMikdash is  

entirely dependent on [this mitzvah]… (The  

writings of Chazal quote the Holy Zohar…  

regarding (the formation of) a new synagogue, if 

the people congregating there would completely  

observe all of the characteristics of peace and  

harmony, as the halacha defines them, then that shul 

would bring the coming of the Moshiach, implying 

that Moshiach’s arrival is dependent upon us. It is 

very well known that peace and harmony can only 

exist if people are careful from the very outset to 

avoid this sin of baseless hatred and LH). Every  

single person who determines to remedy this sin 

will have a share in the Beit HaMikdash that will be 

rebuilt in the future. But G-d forbid, without that 

determination, the Beit HaMikdash will never be 

rebuilt.  
 

Nowadays, if we had permission to rebuild the Beit HaMikdash 

and we needed to raise the money for its construction, it is clear 

that every single Jew would give wholeheartedly as much as he 

could possibly afford so that he could have a share in this Holy 

House. (But think!) Regarding this subject of guarded speech, no 

money is needed. The only requirement is that people should  

resolve to distance themselves from this profound sin of LH and 

baseless hatred. In doing that, we would merit the arrival of 

Moshiach and the building of our Beit HaMikdash. How exalted 

would the reputations become of those men who were the cause of 

the rebuilding of the Beit HaMikdash, as we find in Nechemia 

(3rd perek) “the names of these men who rebuild Jerusalem’s 

walls have made an impression that lasts forever.”  How much 

more so regarding these men who rebuild the Beit HaMikdash 

itself. 
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
